


CERTIFICATE IN BIBLICAL STUDIES

BI100 INDUCTIVE BIBLE STUDY

S UNITS

This course will equip students to apply the methods of Inductive Bible Study to their interaction with
God's Word. Attention will be paid to both the tools and the processes of biblical interpretation so that
students will be able to arrive at the originally intended meaning of the text of Scripture.

BI101 OLD TESTAMENT 1: GENESIS - RUTH

3 UNITS

This course will guide students through a study of the first five eras of biblical history: Creation, Patri-
archs, Exodus, Conquest and Judges. Students will explore the Scriptures that define these eras and
discover the major events and people associated with each era. Specific attention will be paid to the cove-
nants that shape the biblical narrative.

BI102 OLD TESTAMENT 2: SAMUEL - MALACHI

3 UNITS

This course will guide students through a study of the final three eras of Old Testament history:
Kingdom, Exile and Return. Students wil exp|ore the Scriptures that define these eras and discover the
major events and people associated with each era. Specific attention will be paid to the impact of the cov-
enants on these eras of the biblical narrative. Students will also be exposed to the ministry of the
prophets and the poetry that defined these eras.

BI 201 NEW TESTAMENT 1: GOSPELS - ACTS

3 UNITS

This course will lead students through an exploration of the life of Christ and the ministry of the Apostles
by exploring the historical books of the New Testament. Specific attention will be paid to the New
Covenant, the unique perspectives presented by the Gospe| authors, and the role of the Ho|y Spirit in
the growth of the early church.

BI 202 NEW TESTAMENT 2: ROMANS - REVELATION

3 UNITS

This course will explore the writings of the Apostles and their associates who authored the Christian
Scriptures. Attention will be paid to the key messages of each book of the New Testament as well as the
historical and cultural settings in which they were written.

BI 301 INTRODUCTION TO THEOLOGY

3 UNITS

This course will introduce students to the major categories of systematic theology. The aim of this class is
to ground students in essential Christian doctrine and to explain the significance of those doctrines to a

growing commitment to Christ.

DIPLOMA IN BIBLICAL LEADERSHIP & MINISTRY

LM100 PERSONAL SPIRITUAL HEALTH 3 UNITS

This course will help students understand the essential elements of maintaining a close relationship with
God. Emphasis will be placed on developing a healthy devotional habit for balanced living, cultivating a
meaningful prayer life, Bible reading for personal growth, and various spiritual disciplines.

LM 101 BIBLICAL LEADERSHIP

3 UNITS

This course is designed to help students cultivate the leadership skills necessary for both vocational and
volunteer leadership in the church. Attention will be given to biblical principles for leadership, skills for
leading ministry teams, and biblical examples of effective leadership.

LM 102 BASIC BIBLE TEACHING

3 UNITS

This course will introduce students to the task of effectively teaching the Scriptures. Emphasis will be
placed on using Inductive Bible Study skills to discern the intended meaning of a passage, and allowing
the meaning and structure of a passage to shape the lesson or sermon. Students will prepare and present
a Bible lesson as part of this course. (Prerequisite: BI 100).

LM 201 CHRISTIAN WORLDVIEW & ETHICS

3 UNITS

This course will ground students in the essential elements of a Christian worldview and the ethical values
that Jesus calls His followers to adopt and emulate in imitation of Him. Comparison will be made with
other worldviews and basic ethical systems will be explored to demonstrate that fo”owing Christ is the
most excellent way.

LM 202 INTRODUCTION TO SOUL CARE

3 UNITS

Caring for souls is the essential call of vocational and volunteer ministry. Intentional soul care often occurs
in the context of mentoring and discipling relationships. This course will explore the basic elements of
spiritual encouragement and direction in order to equip students to provide guidance and spiritual
counsel to those under their care.

LM 301 CHRISTIAN APOLOGETICS

3 UNITS

Christians are called to be prepared to defend their faith in the public arena. This course will equip
students to do that by focusing on the major categories of Christian apologetics. Attention will be paid to
factual as well as philosophical apologetics in addition to topics ranging from human origins to methods of
apologetics.

LM 499 MINISTRY EXTERNSHIP (ELECTIVE)

3 UNITS

Students will participate in a vital ministry of their church under the supervision of a church staff
member. Mission Bible Institute will instruct the students and supervisor in the basic elements of a
ministry externship as well as coordinate the supervision of the extern with the approved staff member.
